We Can Write Poetry and Songs By:
· Using what we jotted down and sketched in centers to get started

· Writing new songs from melodies we already know

· Writing poems and songs by seeing familiar objects with fresh eyes

· Using all of our senses

· Writing lots of poems and songs and then put them together (as sets or in an anthology with topics)

· Thinking about rhythm and beat when writing our songs and poems

· Describing things by comparing them to something else

We Can Become Powerful Poets and Songwriters By:

· Experimenting with line breaks to express our ideas

· Writing poems that teach something

· Thinking about our audience

· Working with writing partners who can help us revise by asking questions and giving advice

· Revising songs to include a “chorus”

· Writing a refrain—repeated words or lines that are important

· Revising with sound words and dialogue

· Revising using strategies we have used in our writing all along—details, punctuation, writing down all the sounds we hear in the words we write

· Editing for our readers and getting ready to read aloud and perform

· End of year celebration of writing
