	1.  Labeling and commenting
	Respond to the book.  Add action to the label.
	

	2. Following the action –

Commenting
	Respond to the book.  Add more action that brings the big idea of the page together.  “Oh, what’s that?”  “Did you see that?”  “Oh, my, what’s going on here?”
	

	3.  Dialogic Storytelling -
Telling the story in present tense in a dialogue to someone using the picture in front of them
	Mimic the child’s noticings in the picture using dialogic storytelling and extend it.
	

	4.  Monologic Storytelling -
Tells the story with oral language but not story language
	Comment on the pictures using story or narrative language.
	

	5.  Reading and Storytelling Mixed – (oral and written language – not looking at the print)
	Use story language as you add to what’s happening.
	

	6.  Reading similar to the original story – Sounds like they are reading with elaboration using only the pictures
	Begin to connect one page to another with expression – noting one action connects to another.
	

	7.  Reading Verbatim – Like Story  Sounds like they are reading with elaboration using only the pictures
	Be an active listener responding to what they say.  “Oh!  Wow!, What?,” etc.
	

	8.  Refusal – Print Related

Refuse to read, because they realize that print carries the message.
	Stretch them to use expression with story language through modeling.
	

	Retells pages using the print to help construct meaning.

	Respond to what the book is saying and support the child in the meaning.  Let the child work out the print noticings.


	

	10.  Strategies Imbalanced

Rereads by holding the parts of the print and picture together.
	Respond to the book and encourage expression and connection of the text and pictures from one page to another.
	

	11. Conventional Reading
Cross checks the telling of the story with the picture and print on the page and revises when needed using the print.
	Assist the child in problem solving as they read independently.
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
